ARE YOU ENVIOUS…? (Mt 20:15)


Dear friends,


It would be unheard of for two people doing the same work to be paid the same wage if one worked all day and the other worked for one hour. Such practice would have been just as unacceptable in the time and place of Jesus as it is today. Unfair compensation can make anyone feel uncomfortable if not angry. Through the parable of ‘The Workers in the Vineyard’, Jesus teaches that God’s kingdom does not work as the world does. 


The end question of the vineyard owner, “Are you envious because I am generous?” goes to the heart of the parable’s meaning. Jesus is declaring that God is generous in a way that goes way beyond the norms of human justice. God’s way of relating to us is not based on human merit. Jesus reveals God as someone whose infinite mercy and boundless generosity can appear scandalous to many. Jesus reveals the extravagant generosity of the Father in heaven in the parables of the prodigal son, and the lost sheep. The son who squandered the ancestral riches did not deserve the welcome he received, no more than those who worked an hour deserved a day’s wages. Jesus declares that God does not treat us based on what we deserve. God’s favor is freely bestowed on those who are unworthy of it. It is an unmerited gift. God’s generosity must surprise us and make us grateful. We who receive this gift must allow this grace to shape our lives. We are not to begrudge God’s generosity. Instead, let us be grateful for God’s benevolence, and bestow mercy generously on others.

The Act of Penitence


In Liturgy, the Church celebrates Christ and our life in Christ. In the beginning of Mass, the worshipping assembly acknowledges sin and guilt before a merciful and forgiving God. In the Act of Penitence, the whole assembly proclaims itself sinful showing that it is a community ever in need of reconciliation with God and others. The invitation requesting the community to recall its sinfulness followed by a period of silent reflection is not a call to make an “examination of conscience” but rather to make a proclamation of faith in a God who is loving, kind, and the source of all reconciliation and healing. The focus is not on us but on the merciful God.


“Lord Have Mercy”


The acclamation “Lord Have Mercy” praises the Risen Lord for his goodness and implores his bounty on behalf of all humankind.
