The Resurrection of the Dead, and the Life of the World to Come


Our faith tells us that with Christ's resurrection comes the promise that one day we, too, like him shall bodily arise. Yet, this belief in the resurrection also leaves us Christians with many questions: What will we look like in the life to come? Will we recognize our loved ones, and will they recognize us? What kind of existence can we expect? What is the difference between immortality, reincarnation, and resurrected life? How do judgment of the dead, hell, purgatory, and heaven fit into the picture? Drawing from Scripture and Tradition, Fr. Michael Patella will discuss the Christian doctrine of the resurrection of the dead along with its implications for us now and in the hereafter.

RESPECT LIFE


Dear friends,


It is October first today and we observe Respect Life month starting from today. “Before I formed you in the womb I knew you, and before you were born, I consecrated you” (Jer 1:5). Human life is sacred because from its very beginning it involves the creative action of God and it remains forever a special relationship with the Creator, who is its sole end. God alone is the Lord of life from its beginning until its end: no one can under any circumstance claim for himself the right directly to destroy an innocent human being” (CCC 2258). God has entrusted to us the noble mission of safeguarding life. A human being’s inviolable right to life must be recognized from the very beginning of existence. And human life must be respected and protected absolutely from the moment of conception. 


Those whose lives are weakened also deserve special respect. The sick and differently abled people must therefore be helped to lead their lives as normal as possible. The ordinary care owed to a sick person even if death is thought imminent cannot be interrupted. Ending a person’s life is contrary to the dignity of the human person and the respect due to the Lord of life. We acknowledge that God is the sovereign master of life by preserving life. It is God whom we honor by preserving life.


Like life, health is also a precious gift God has entrusted to us. We must take reasonable care of it. The virtue of temperance helps us to avoid every kind of excess such as the abuse of food, alcohol, tobacco, or medicine. Let us be grateful to God for the gift of life and health. Let us honor the Lord of life by being good stewards of life – from the moment of conception to its natural end at death.

Gloria


The Gloria is an ancient joyful hymn by which the Church glorifies and entreats God the Father and the Lamb. Singing or saying “Glory to God” emphasizes the festive and special character of certain Sundays and feasts.





The Collect


The assembly silently expresses its needs and desires after an invitation: Let us pray.


They are gathered up by the celebrant and presented to the Father through the Son and in the Holy Spirit. All make this prayer their own by acclaiming Amen.


The collect is the conclusion and climax of the Introductory Rites and the prayer that has already occurred. It is a prayer of the gathered community whose members are now aware that they are in God’s presence (GIRM 54)
