A General Overview of the Liturgy of the Word


The Liturgy of the Word is not just a preparation for the celebration of the Eucharist. A profound relationship exists between the two since the word of God and the bread of life are two aspects of the same mystery. Jesus is the living Word, the revelation of the Father. He is also the Bread of Life, the nourishment of his people. The Liturgy of the Word and the Liturgy of the Eucharist form but one single act of worship.


The purpose of the Liturgy of the Word is not to communicate information about God and the works of God. In the readings, explained by the homily, God is speaking to his people, opening up to them the mystery of redemption and salvation, and nourishing their spirit; Christ himself is present in the midst of the faithful through his own word. As Christ is present in the Eucharist to give himself as food, he is present also when the Scriptures are proclaimed to offer his message of redemption and arouse faith in those who hear his message.

SYNOD ON SYNODALITY


We have been hearing about the synod on synodality from 2021. The synod – a three-year process of listening and dialogue - began with a solemn opening in Rome on October 9 and 10, 2021. The diocesan consultation which was part of national phase was followed by a continental phase which ended in March 2023. The culmination of the synod is with the two global assemblies in Rome; the first of which began on October 4, 2023. There are 364 voting delegates participating in this synod out of which 54 are women. 


“We are not here to carry out a parliamentary meeting or a plan of reformation. No. We are here to walk together with the gaze of Jesus, who blesses the Father and welcomes those who are weary and oppressed”, Pope Francis said in his homily at the Mass for the opening of the synod. 


The pope reminded the synod’s participants, as well as its critics, that the primary task of the synod is “to refocus our gaze on God, to be a church that looks mercifully at humanity. A church that is united and fraternal, that listens and dialogues; a church that blesses and encourages, that helps those who seek the Lord, that lovingly stirs up the indifferent, that opens paths in order to draw people into the beauty of faith. A church that has God at its center and, therefore, is not divided internally and is never harsh externally. This is how Jesus wants the church, his bride, to be.”


He said Jesus calls us to be a church “which does not impose burdens, and which repeats to everyone: ‘Come, you who are weary and oppressed, come, you who have lost your way or feel far away, come, you who have closed the doors to hope: The church is here for you!’ The doors of the church are open to everyone, everyone, everyone!”


All the baptized have a role to play in promoting and implementing synodality at all levels of the Church. And if “synodality is the way of being the Church today according to the will of God, in a dynamic of discerning and listening together to the voice of the Holy Spirit,” as stated by Pope Francis, we can be confident that we will receive the grace to answer this call of God to become a synodal Church. Let us pray that the Holy Spirit may renew the Church and equip her to live out the mission of evangelization with joy.
