JUSTIFIED BY THE BLOOD OF CHRIST (Rom 5:9)


Dear friends,


The uncertainties associated with life after death makes it a fascinating topic for many people. As people of faith, we believe that “Christ has been raised from the dead, the first fruits of those who have fallen asleep” (1 Cor 15:20). Just as the first fruits of the harvest offered to God implies the consecration of the entire harvest to come, the finality of Christ’s resurrection lies in the whole harvest, ourselves. 


All those who die in God’s grace and friendship are assured of their eternal salvation. Those still imperfectly purified will have to go through a purification to enter into eternal union with God. What we do not know for certain is, what kind of purification do they undergo after death so as to achieve the holiness necessary to enter the joy of heaven. The Church calls this final purification of the elect Purgatory. It is entirely different from the punishment of the eternally damned. 


The Church encourages us to honor the memory of the dead and offer prayers and Mass for them so that they may be purified and attain the beatific vision of God. Almsgiving, and works of penance undertaken on behalf of the dead are also highly recommended. 


During November, we are called in a special way to remember our brothers and sisters who have fallen asleep in the hope of resurrection. Let us honor our dear departed and help them by offering our prayers and penance for them.

Gospel Proclamation


Whether solemn or simple in form, there is a Gospel procession from the altar to the ambo in every celebration. As the faithful stand and acclaim the Lord, they show honor to the Book of Gospels. Book of the Gospels visually tells us that the Gospel is a special part of God’s holy word, for it contains in a unique way the incarnate Word himself speaking to us. The Good News of salvation, a living word, is proclaimed by the Risen Lord.

The homily is a continuation of God’s saving message which elicits faith and conversion. It is a joyful proclamation of God’s saving deeds in Christ. The homilist breaks the bread of God’s word by showing how God is continuing to act and speak among his people today. The members of the liturgical assembly are called to become a holy people so that they can offer themselves with and through Christ in the Eucharistic Prayer.
