WILL YOU LABOR FOR THE LORD?


Dear friends,


The Catholic Church in the United States commemorates National Vocation Awareness Week, in the first week of November each year to raise awareness for vocations, and help those who are discerning a vocation, particularly one to ordained ministry or consecrated life. This year it is this week: November 5-11.


In his message for the 60th anniversary of the World Day of Prayer for Vocations, Pope Francis stated, “Our common vocation to give ourselves in love develops and finds concrete expression in the life of lay men and women, devoted to raising a family as a small domestic church and working as the leaven of the Gospel to renew the different sectors of society; in the testimony of consecrated women and men who are completely committed to God for the sake of their brothers and sisters as a prophetic sign of the kingdom of God; in ordained ministers – deacons, priests, and bishops – placed at the service of preaching, prayer and fostering the communion of the holy People of God.”


Although it is God who calls a person to set apart one’s whole life for the mission God has for him/her, it is the faithful example of husbands and wives, as well as joyful witness of ordained ministers and consecrated persons that helps one to discern God’s call. Children and youth who see their parents living out their vocation faithfully, constituting a holy family can be more open to the movement of the Holy Spirit in their life. The joy of living out a life of consecration found reflected in the life of ordained ministers and consecrated religious must inspire the young ones to respond confidently to the call of God.


Let us make each home a holy family where Jesus is the Lord in every respect. May our fervent prayers and penances for more laborers be answered with vocations from our holy families.

Profession of Faith


The Nicene Creed or the Apostles’ Creed is used as a response of faith on the part of the community. The Creed is an expression of faith by the whole gathered people. It is a response not only to the doctrinal propositions but also to the person of Christ present in the word. The people accept God’s word before they move on to the celebration of the Eucharist, which itself is a profession of faith.


Prayer of the Faithful


In the Universal Prayer or Prayer of the Faithful, the people, in some sense, exercise the office of their baptismal priesthood by offering prayers to God for the salvation of all. Petitions may be offered for the holy Church, for those who govern with authority over us, for those weighed down by various needs, for the local community, and for the salvation of the whole world. People participate standing and by saying or singing a common response such as: “Lord, hear our prayer” or by silent prayer.
