GETTING READY FOR YOUR ULTIMATE DESTINY 


Dear friends,


At the end of every Liturgical Year, we are invited to focus more on our final goal which is union with God. The scripture readings for liturgy in November are mainly centered around the theme of end times and Christ’s glorious coming. 


The gospel for this week invites us to be ready for the glorious second coming of Christ. The parable of the ten virgins who went out to meet the bridegroom speaks volumes about the need for preparedness. Half of them did not take oil for their lamps. And they could not enter into the wedding feast with the groom. We have been invited to the wedding banquet of the Lamb. We are all waiting for the final call: “Behold, the bridegroom! Come out to meet him!” (Mt 25: 7). In the parable, Jesus says that the bridegroom’s coming was long delayed. It was midnight when he finally came. Are we sure that we have enough oil or spiritual fuel as we are waiting for the coming of Christ? Is the oil of compassion and mercy, patience, sympathy, and forgiveness getting depleted?


The parable describes that all the ten virgins became drowsy and fell asleep. Let us be vigilant and play our own roles in the Church as we wait for Christ’s coming. Parents who nurture their children in the light of faith; parishioners who contribute to enrich the liturgy, and work in concrete ways to make their parishes true communities of faith and vibrant sources of service to the larger community; those who give their personal service, prayers, and money according to their circumstances to parish and diocesan programs and to the universal Church are collaborating in continuing the redemptive work of Jesus Christ, which we are called to continue doing until his glorious second coming.


Let us be prepared for union with God.

EUCHARISTIC REVIVAL 


LITURGY OF THE EUCHARIST: GENERAL OVERVIEW


The Preparation of the Gifts, the Eucharistic Prayer, and the Communion Rite are the three main parts of the Liturgy of the Eucharist. 


The purpose of the rite of Preparation of the Gifts is to prepare the altar, the gifts, and the community for the offering to come. The altar-table which is the focal point of the Eucharistic Liturgy is prepared by a deacon or an Acolyte. Representative members of the gathered assembly bring bread and wine together with gifts to relieve the needs of the Church and of the poor. It is a symbolic expression of the assembly’s participation in the Eucharist and in the social mission of the Church. 


The heart of the celebration of the Eucharist is the Eucharistic Prayer.


The consummation of the Mass is found in Holy Communion, whereby the people purchased for the Father by his beloved Son eat and drink the Body and Blood of Christ. They are thereby joined together as members of Christ's mystical Body, sharing the one life of the Spirit. In the great sacrament of the altar, they are joined to Christ Jesus and to one another.
