HAVE YOU RECOGNIZED YOUR REAL TALENT?


Dear friends,


We use the word ‘Talent’ to speak of natural aptitude or skill that we have. We might also think of talent-based reality shows like AGT when we hear the word ‘talent’. The contestants in such reality shows try hard to take out the best of their skills to win huge amounts of prize money and fame. 


Jesus speaks about a “talent contest” in the gospel for this weekend. It is not any skill or ability that Jesus is talking about here. And it is not a contest between some contestants. ‘Talent’ was actually a measure of weight for gold, silver and copper in the first century. A specific weight of these expensive metals was used as a unit of currency. One "talent" of gold or silver, then, was equivalent of at least a million Dollars. In the Gospel parable these weighty talents are distributed by a master to some of his servants in varying amounts according to their varying abilities. He didn’t seem to expect it in return. He only wanted them to make good use of the wealth he entrusted them with. 


The servant who received one talent had no trust in the master who trusted even the least ability of his servant. As a result, fear paralyzed him. So, he acts ridiculously by burying the talent in the ground without even depositing it in the bank. 


The knowledge of the mysteries of God’s kingdom has been given to us. God has entrusted us with the message of salvation not to bury it deep but to trade with it. If we do not share with others the good news of reconciliation brought about by God in Christ, then it is a serious breach of responsibility to the Lord. It is unjustifiable. God calls us to share the good news that the whole creation is rescued in and through Christ. God does not want us to keep it to ourselves and give it back to him unshared and unfruitful. 


Let us show our gratitude to God’s infinite love and generosity to us by sharing the divinely revealed mystery of our salvation with as many others as possible.
