



LORD AND KING


Dear Friends,


As proud Americans, we value our freedom. We like our democratic republic. I guess no one would like to be ruled by a monarch. The feast of Our Lord Jesus Christ, King of the Universe may, therefore, seem to be an outdated feast. But we can see that this feast celebrated on the last Sunday of every liturgical year is relevant to us because Christ’s kingdom is everlasting, a kingdom of cosmic dimensions. As Jesus says during the trial before Pilate, his kingdom does not belong to this world (Jn 18:36). 


“I came into this world to testify to the truth. Everyone who belongs to the truth listens to my voice” (Jn 18:37). Through the Christ event, God’s sovereign rule is established on the earth as in heaven. That does not mean that Christ as king is triumphalist. The feast of Christ the King aims to reorient our hearts to the absolute sovereignty of Jesus Christ so that truth and goodness may reign in the world and provide the foundation for a just society and lasting peace. 


Unlike the rulers of the earth Christ does not lord it over the people. He humbled himself, becoming obedient to death, even death on a cross (Phil 2:8). He respects our free will. He calls for acknowledging his Lordship so that he can absolve your sins and set you free from them. If you are weary and burdened, He can give you rest. “Sanctify Christ as Lord in your hearts” (1 Pet 3:15). Let our belonging to Jesus give direction to our belonging to others.


Often, we miss the King because he comes in disguise in so many ways every single day. We can recognize him even when he comes in disguise if we are in communion with him. Let us therefore reorient our hearts towards Christ to avoid missing him in people we ignored or dismissed, in service-opportunities we avoided, and in moments that could be spent in prayer and adoration which instead we turned into screen time.

Prayers at the Preparation of the Gifts


The priest says another inaudible prayer after placing the chalice on the altar. In this prayer the priest requests that the future offering, animated by the spiritual sacrifices of the heart, be favorably received by God.


The washing of hands is a symbolic and private action expressing the celebrant’s need for inward purification.  


Prayer Over the Offerings and its Invitation


After the washing of hands, the priest calls the people to pray. The response of the assembly indicates the dual aspects in the Liturgy: the worship of God and the sanctification of the faithful.
