REJOICE IN THE LORD ALWAYS


Dear friends,


Today is Gaudete Sunday, so called because the entrance antiphon for today’s Mass begins: “Gaudete in Domino semper,” i.e., “Rejoice in the Lord always.” Expressing our joy in the coming of Jesus into our hearts and lives as our Savior, today we light the rose candle in the Advent wreath.


We rejoice when something joyful happens to us. As Christians we have every reason for rejoicing always as God has blessed us in Christ with every spiritual blessing in the heavens, as he chose us in him, before the foundation of the world, to be holy and without blemish before him? (Cf. Eph 1:3-4). What other reasons do we need to rejoice when the love of the Father, grace of Lord Jesus Christ and the communion of the Holy Spirit is with us? Let us, therefore, rejoice in the Lord always.


The world needs peace. As we pray in the preeminent hymn of Advent “O Come, O Come, Emmanuel,” the Lord comes as Prince of Peace. He guides us on the path of knowledge. He makes all things new. During these final days of Advent, let us not be indifferent to the Lord’s attempts to renew us. Let the renewal of the world begin from our own transformation.

EUCHARISTIC REVIVAL COLUMN: LITURGY OF THE EUCHARIST


Preface 


The congregation is made conscious of its close union with the presiding priest in the introductory dialogue of the Preface. God is praised for his wonderful works of creation and redemption in the Preface. The priest concludes the Preface with an invitation to the assembly to join all creation in giving praise to the Father through Christ. The “Holy, holy, holy Lord” is an acclamation inspired by the vision of Isaiah 6:2-3.


Epiclesis 


In this formal invocation, the Church implores the Father to send the Holy Spirit upon the community and upon the bread and wine. The Church prays that the gifts offered by human hands be consecrated and become the Body and Blood of Christ that the sacrificial victim consumed in Communion may be for the salvation of those who partake in it.
