EUCHARISTIC REVIVAL COLUMN: EUCHARISTIC PRAYER


Narrative of the Institution


The words of institution are part of the Eucharistic Prayer, which is a consecratory, thanksgiving prayer of praise. Through the power of the Holy Spirit Christ’s words accomplish what they signify. The gifts of bread and wine offered at the altar become Christ’s eucharistic Body and Blood, his Real Presence with all the riches of the Kingdom. 


Memorial Acclamation


The people take part in the Eucharistic Prayer by listening attentively to the words spoken by the priest and joining their hands and minds to the actions of the prayer. By joining together their voices in the acclamations of the Eucharistic Prayer, the faithful express and affirm belief that the whole mystery of the Risen Christ is present and active in the celebration.





BISHOP PATRICK NEARY’S PASTORAL LETTER: AS THE FATHER HAS SENT ME, SO I SEND YOU
