Liturgy Of the Eucharist


The heart of the celebration of the Eucharist is the Eucharistic Prayer. These are prayers of thanksgiving and sanctification addressed to God by the priest who presides over the assembly in the person of Christ, in the name of the entire holy people and of all present. The priest associates the people with himself in this prayer. The whole congregation joins with Christ in confessing the great deeds of God and in the offering of the sacrifice. The Eucharistic Prayer requires that everybody listens to it with reverence and in silence. The entire congregation gives voice to their interior participation by joining in the initial dialogue and the Eucharistic acclamations.
