EPIPHANY


Dear Friends,


The most joyful time and the shortest season of the liturgical year is Christmas season. This short season is ending with the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord, Monday, January 8th. Epiphany is the second major festival of the Christmas season. The observation of this feast gives principal attention to the visitation of the magi. The Magi from the East came to adore the newborn king and to offer him royal gifts of Gold, frankincense, and myrrh. This manifestation of Christ to the world shows that salvation is extended to all in Christ. Like the Magi, we too have to offer the King of Kings what we consider most valuable to us. 


The Epiphany is also associated with the baptism of the Lord, which this year gets shuffled to Monday. At baptism, the Spirit of God descended upon Jesus like a dove and a voice came from the heavens saying, “This is my beloved Son with whom I am well pleased” (Mt 3:17). At his baptism, Jesus fully rose into the awareness of his mission. The early Church paid more attention to Jesus’ baptism than to the day of his birth. Two evangelists - Mark, and John do not describe the birth of Jesus in their gospels. They begin their story of Jesus’s life with his baptism. 


Epiphany is associated also with the miracle of water turned to wine at the wedding in Cana. Jesus’ divine glory was revealed through this sign and that made his disciples believe in him. All these three revelations call us not only to worship Jesus as the promised Christ but to offer him the kinds of gifts that will reveal him to the world. So, let us look for new ways to bring happiness, healing and hope into the lives of our brothers and sisters. Let our gifts of love and forgiveness reveal the Prince of Peace to the world.

Intercessions


The Mass is celebrated in communion with the whole Church, of both heaven and of earth. The oblation is made for the Church and for all her members, living and dead. The gathered assembly unites itself to Christ and asks the Father that salvation and redemption be brought to all who are purchased by the Body and Blood of Christ.


Final Doxology


At the end of the Eucharistic Prayer, the priest elevates the paten with the host and the chalice and pronounces the final doxology Through him … The doxology summarizes the Eucharistic Prayer which concludes on an explicit note of praise to the Father through Christ who is the High Priest, with Christ who is really present in the sacrificial memorial, and in Christ who gives himself in the Eucharist to the members of his body. The congregation confirms and affirms the priest’s action of proclaiming the Eucharistic Prayer in its name by its Amen.
