WHAT ARE YOU LOOKING FOR? (Jn 1:38)


Dear Friends,


“What are you looking for?”, Jesus asks his first disciples. Doesn’t this question confront every one of us? What are you seeking in life? What will make you truly happy and fulfilled? 


The desire for God is written in the human heart, because man is created by God and for God; and God never ceases to draw man to himself. Only in God will a human person find the truth and happiness he/she never stops searching for. The dignity of man rests above all on the fact that he is called to communion with God. This invitation to converse with God is addressed to man as soon as he comes into being. For if man exists it is because God has created him through love, and through love continues to hold him in existence. He cannot live fully according to truth unless he freely acknowledges that love and entrusts himself to his creator (CCC. 27). 


Jesus invites the two disciples who followed him: “Come, and you will see” (Jn 1:39). God never ceases to call every person to seek him, so as to find life and happiness. He is constantly inviting us: “Come, and you will see.” For it is only in coming to Jesus that we will find true happiness. Only by abiding in him can we satisfy our deepest longing.

EUCHARISTIC REVIVAL  


COMMUNAL RITE: GENERAL OVERVIEW


The highpoint of the Communion Rite is the reception of Holy Communion. Rites to prepare the faithful to receive the Lord’s Body and Blood as spiritual food precede it. They include: The Lord’s Prayer and the Sign of Peace followed by the Breaking of the Bread accompanied by the Lamb of God chant. The Communion Rite concludes with the Prayer after Communion. Mutual love and reconciliation are the fruits of the sacrament shared in communal fashion by ministers and people.


Lord’s Prayer


It begins the community’s preparation for sharing in the Eucharist. In the Lord’s Prayer a petition is made for daily food, which for Christian means principally the Eucharistic Bread. There is also a petition for purification from sin, so that what is holy may in fact be given to those who are holy. 


Rite of Peace


By the Rite of Peace, the Church entreats peace and unity for herself and for the whole human family. The faithful express to each other their ecclesial communion and mutual charity before communicating in the sacrament. It is appropriate that each person, in a sober manner, offers the sign of peace only to those who are nearest. While the Sign of Peace is being given, it is permissible to say, The peace of the Lord be with you always to which the reply is Amen.


Since the risen Christ is the source of all peace, the exchange of the Sign of Peace expresses faith that Christ is present in his people.
