Sunday of the Word of God


Dear friends,


The Gospel proclaimed at this Sunday’s liturgy describes Jesus choosing the first four of his twelve Apostles. Jesus calls them, “Come after me, and I will make you fishers of men”. The two pair of brothers - Andrew and Simon, and James and John – left their boats and nets and followed Jesus. James and John left their father Zebedee in the boat along with the hired men and followed Jesus. 


In Judaism, it was permissible to cease the practice of one’s livelihood and break family ties for the sake of the study of God’s Word, the Torah. In calling his disciples to abandon everything to follow him, Jesus is placing himself in the role of the Law of God. Following the ‘Word Incarnate’ is a form of learning God’s Law.


This Sunday, the Third Sunday in Ordinary Time, is celebrated as the Sunday of the Word of God. As Christians, we are making our pilgrim way through history, sustained by the Lord present in our midst, who speaks to us and nourishes us. A day devoted to the Bible should not be seen as a yearly event but rather a yearlong event, for we urgently need to grow in our knowledge and love of the Scriptures and of the risen Lord, who continues to speak his word and to break bread in the community of believers. For this reason, we need to develop a closer relationship with sacred Scripture; otherwise, our hearts might remain cold, and our eyes shut. 


Christ Jesus is knocking at our door in the words of sacred Scripture (cf. Rev 3:20). If we hear his voice and open the doors of our minds and hearts, then he will enter our lives and remain ever with us.

EUCHARISTIC REVIVAL COLUMN


Breaking of the Bread


Christ gives to all the one bread which is his body. Just as the bread has become the Body of Christ, so those who share the one bread become one Body in Christ. St. Paul explains this in 1 Corinthians 10:16b-17: “The bread that we break, is it not a participation in the body of Christ? Because the loaf of bread is one, we who are many, are one body, for we all partake of the one loaf”. The supplicatory chant Lamb of God accompanies the Fraction Rite.


Commingling


The priest breaks the Bread and puts a piece of the host into the chalice to signify the unity of the Body and blood of the Lord in the work of salvation. The mingling of the Body and Blood is also a symbolic reenactment of the Lord’s Resurrection. The accompanying private prayer requests fruits of Communion.
