LET US RECONCILE 


Dear friends,


You may think that Christmas is just over, and you are not ready for Lent yet. It is good to know that t�HYPERLINK "https://www.timeanddate.com/calendar/determining-easter-date.html" \t "_blank"��he date of Easter is determined by the first Sunday after the Paschal Full Moon, which is the first full moon on or after March 21�. The first full moon after March 21 is on Monday, March 25, this year. Therefore, Easter falls on the following Sunday, March 31, which is quite early. 


Lent begins 46 days before Easter Sunday. Lent runs from Ash Wednesday until the Mass of the Lord’s Supper on Holy Thursday. Since Sundays are days of celebrating the Resurrection, the six Sundays between Ash Wednesday and Easter are not counted as Lenten days. The 40-day duration is symbolic and represents the time Jesus �HYPERLINK "https://www.biblestudytools.com/bible-study/topical-studies/how-long-did-jesus-fast-in-the-wilderness-last.html" \t "_blank"��spent fasting in the wilderness� before beginning his public ministry.


The forty days Jesus spent in the desert was a time of intense focus on his relationship with his Father. Following the example of Jesus, we strive to make ourselves more available to God in prayer during these 40 days before Easter. During this intense spiritual season of personal and communal renewal, let us effectively use the three traditional tools of fasting, prayer, and almsgiving for turning towards the Lord in a more intentional way. 


Let us abstain from luxuries during Lent and try to make a true inner conversion of heart as we seek to follow Christ's will more faithfully. 


May the Lord bless you with a fruitful Lent!

EUCHARISTIC REVIVAL COLUMN


Silent Prayer/Song of Praise


After the distribution of the Eucharist, there is time for silent prayer. As an alternative, a song of praise that focuses on the mystery of Holy Communion may be sung in which the whole congregation participates. 


Prayer After Communion


The priest says a prayer asking for the spiritual fruits of the Eucharist to which the entire assembly say Amen as a sign of their assent.





REGULATIONS FOR FAST & ABSTINENCE


1. Ash Wednesday is a day of universal fast and abstinence in the Church. Everyone 14 years of age or older is bound to abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday and all the Fridays in Lent including Good Friday.


2. Everyone 18 years of age and under 60 years of age is bound to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday.


3. On these two days of fast and abstinence only one full, meatless meal is allowed. Two other meatless meals, sufficient to maintain strength, may be taken according to each one’s needs, but together they should not equal one full meal.


Eating between meals is not permitted on these two days, but liquids, including milk and fruit juices, are allowed. When health or ability to work would be seriously affected, the law does not oblige.
