GROWING CLOSER TO GOD





Dear friends,


You may have been discerning what to sacrifice during this Lent or what to add to your spiritual activities during these 40 days. Of course, Lent started on Ash Wednesday. Yet, it is not too late, if you haven’t discerned what to avoid and what to do more. 


Sometimes, discerning what to give up in Lent can be overwhelming. Especially, the past experiences of failing to keep the Lenten penances can discourage you from arriving at a decision on what to give up. It is good to fast from something that distracts us from God, such as food, entertainment, social media, or bad habits. Fasting should help us to detach from worldly pleasures and focus on our spiritual needs. Here are certain things which you can do daily or once a week:


Partake in a weekday Mass


Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament


Way of the Cross


Say a Rosary 


Read Bible prayerfully and meditate on the Word.


Let me say that when you discern your Lenten sacrifices and practices, do not think that God wants more from you. On the contrary, God wants more for you. It is by growing closer to him that you get more. Therefore, make that your aim in this Lent, namely, growing closer to the Lord. Undertake abstinence, fasting, giving and other spiritual exercises with this one goal – living as God’s beloved.

EUCHARISTIC REVIVAL COLUMN





CONCLUDING RITES: 


Greeting and Blessing


In this final blessing, the priest prays that the greatest of all benefits may be given in abundant measure to those who have shared in God’s word and Christ’s Body.


Dismissal


The Eucharistic celebration does not stop at the church door. After each Mass, the people are sent forth to carry out the mission of healing, justice, and proclamation. Dismissal forms like Go forth, the Mass is ended or Go in peace are used to which all reply Thanks be to God. 


Veneration of the Altar


The kiss of farewell at the end of the celebration looks back to the Eucharist which has just concluded and anticipates the next occasion when the community will again assemble at the table of the Lord.


Recessional


It is not necessary to sing a recessional hymn. Especially, if there has been a song after Communion, it may be appropriate to choose the option of instrumental music or during Lent, silence.
