BE HEALED & BE A HEALER


Dear friends,


Therapy is the attempted remediation of a medical problem. The root of this English word is the Greek verb for cured, therapeuo. Jesus cured many who were sick with various diseases (Mk 1: 34). The synoptic gospels tell us that healing is of crucial importance in Jesus’ ministry. The gospel excerpt for this Sunday (Mk 1:29-39) describes how people seek Jesus’ help for the health of themselves and their loved ones. Jesus heals the brokenhearted and binds up their wounds as the divine physician. 


The healings and casting out of demons made the unfolding of God’s reign in front of their eyes. They made the kingdom of God real and perceptible. All forms of healing – physical, psychological, and spiritual – are inseparable from the kingdom. As St. Irenaeus said, “The glory of God is man fully alive.” Jesus summed up his ministry thus: “I came that they might have life and have it more abundantly (Jn 10:10). He calls himself a physician in Mk 2:17.


Jesus is the most compassionate healer whom we can approach for all kinds of disorder. Let us seek the Lord’s help with faith and be healed. Let us ask God our Father for the graces we need to become healers in the world.

EUCHARISTIC REVIVAL COLUMN





Invitation to Communion


The priest shows the Eucharistic Bread to the faithful, holding it over the paten or over the chalice, and invites them to the banquet of Christ. The congregation looks at the Eucharistic Bread and express their reverence, confidence, and faith. Along with the faithful the priest makes an act of humility using the words of the centurion from the Gospels, “Lord I am not worthy that you should enter under my roof …”


Distribution of the Eucharist


The priest says quietly, May the Body of Christ keep me safe for eternal life and reverently consumes the Body of Christ. Then he takes the chalice saying quietly, May the Blood of Christ keep me safe for eternal life, and reverently partakes of the Blood of Christ.


The communicant bows his/her head before the Sacrament as a gesture of reverence and receives the Body of the Lord either on the tongue or in the hand. The sign of reverence is also made before receiving the Precious Blood. The communicant replies to the Body of Christ and the Blood of Christ said by the minister with Amen.


Music at Communion


The Communion song is begun while the priest is receiving the Sacrament. Its purpose is to express the spiritual union of the communicants by means of the unity of their voices, to show joy of heart, and to highlight the communitarian nature of the procession to receive the Eucharist. If there is no singing, the Communion antiphon is recited before Communion is distributed to the faithful. Since the Communion song begins while the priest is receiving the Sacrament, the singers and other musicians may receive Communion at or near the end of the procession.
