THE GLORY OF SONSHIP


Dear friends,


The Gospel proclaimed on the second Sunday of Lent is Transfiguration (Mk 9:2-10). The Transfiguration displays what happens when Jesus talks with his Father. Jesus, in his oneness with the Father is “Light from Light”. During prayer, through the profound interpenetration of Jesus’ being with God, his being becomes pure light. Consequently, his clothes became dazzling white. 


Jesus’ disciples could not comprehend the prediction of his suffering, death, and resurrection. Then Jesus takes Peter, James, and John up a mountain by themselves. There takes place the revelatory event of Transfiguration that sheds its radiant light on Jesus’ journey to the cross. “This is my beloved Son. Listen to him” (Mk 9:7) was the message for the terrified disciples. The three disciples who had a glimpse of Jesus’ glory could not yet understand what rising from the dead meant. But they would sure have been encouraged by it, especially during the Lord’s Passion. 


Transfiguration reveals to us a taste of what is yet to come. God will transform us into the likeness of his Son, whose radiant splendor the Father willed to make manifest in his glorious Transfiguration. The mystery of Transfiguration prefigures our full adoption to sonship which has already begun in us through Baptism. Let us be open to the Lord’s grace during this Lent and be purified by the merits of his Passion.

EUCHARISTIC REVIVAL COLUMN


The structure of the Mass was briefly discussed in this column in the past issues of the bulletin. Now, we will see some important truths about the Eucharist.


How can Jesus Christ be truly present in what still appears to be bread and wine? 


In the liturgical act known as the epiclesis, the bishop or priest, speaking in the person of Jesus Christ, calls upon the Father to send down his Holy Spirit to change the bread and wine into the Body and Blood of Christ, and this change occurs through the institution narrative, by the power of the words of Christ pronounced by the celebrant.


In the Eucharist, with the eyes of faith we see before us Jesus Christ, who, in the Incarnation became flesh (Jn 1:14) and who in the Paschal Mystery gave himself for us (Tim 2:14), accepting even death on a cross (Phil 2:8).
