“WHAT IS THIS?...” (Mk 1:27)


Dear friends,


Exorcism is a favorite theme of many movies. This subgenre of horror movies has gained popularity over the years. Movies dramatize exorcism and horrifies the viewers. All who are possessed by evil spirits are not going to start gnashing their teeth or scratching the furniture as often depicted in films. In the gospel, Mark recounts Jesus exorcising a man with an unclean spirit in the Capernaum synagogue. 


It does not surprise me while I read Mark’s statement in the gospel that a possessed man was present in the synagogue. My pastoral experience has taught me that the Church is not always free from the activity of persons who are diametrically opposed to her mission. One might see in the church people afflicted from the bondage to evil and need to be liberated from that. Their life is characterized by a blindness to their own sin and hard heartedness. Their activities are motivated by pride and craving for power. Jesus commanded the evil spirit, “Quiet, come out of him” (Mk 1:25). People present at the synagogue were amazed at the authority of Jesus. 


The Church derives its power over the demons from her relationship with the Lord. It is the Lord’s power and authority over the evil that enables the Church to deliver those under spiritual bondage. In formal exorcism, the Church uses its power over evil spirits even today. But in the sacraments, especially in Baptism, Sacrament of Reconciliation and Anointing of the Sick those in spiritual bondage are relieved from the bondage to Satan and are strengthened with the grace of the Holy Spirit.  


Fr. Gabriel Amorth who was the chief exorcist of Rome under the pontificates of St. John Paul II and Benedict XVI has said, “Confession tears souls from the demon’s grasp, strengthens against sin, unites us more closely to God, and helps conform our souls increasingly to the divine will”. Frequent Confession together with an intense life of prayer and grace can break the bondage of evil.


May the Lord bless you.
