GOD’S TEMPLE


Dear friends,


It’s already been two weeks since the season of Lent started. By now, you must have added something to your spiritual exercises and given up certain things as penance. It is also possible that some of us might have failed in some of our Lenten resolutions within these two weeks. 


It is good to remind ourselves that Lent is not a season in which God is asking more from us but a time in which he is giving more for us. Of course, in order to receive more of his love, we need to reorient our hearts. We strive to do this through prayer, fasting and almsgiving in Lent. 


Jesus performs a prophetic act of cleansing the Jerusalem Temple in this week’s gospel. It is a very powerful sign through which Jesus teaches that he himself is the true Temple. The Lord’s glory dwells in Jesus. If Jesus is the true Temple, his followers are to be Temple people too. Through incarnation, the living God made his home with us. Through the Passion, Death and Resurrection, the Son of the living God made his home in us. 


Let us, therefore, cleanse our hearts of any self-centeredness, resentment, unforgiveness, greed, lust, anxiety, …. Let us make our hearts ready for God’s own very self in the person of the Spirit to come and dwell in us.

EUCHARISTIC REVIVAL COLUMN


Why is it so important that we understand the Eucharist as a sacrifice? 


It is because all that Jesus did for the salvation of humanity is made present in the celebration of the Eucharist, including his sacrificial death and resurrection. Christ’s sacrifice of himself to the Father was efficacious and salvific because of the supreme love with which he shed his blood, the price of our salvation, and offered himself to the Father on our behalf. His blood, shed for us, is the eternal sign of that love. As a memorial the Eucharist is not another sacrifice, but the re-presentation of the sacrifice of Christ by which we are reconciled to the Father. It is the way by which we are drawn into Jesus’ perfect offering of love, so that his sacrifice becomes the sacrifice of the Church. (The Mystery of The Eucharist in The Life of The Church.
