WALKING IN THE LIGHT


Dear friends,


Do you prefer light to darkness? Always? The gospel for this Sunday says: “The light came into the world, but people preferred darkness to light because their works were evil. For everyone who does wicked things hates the light and does not come toward the light, so that his works might not be exposed” (Jn 3:19-20).  


If we prefer light to darkness, why hide our sins in the dark than expose every dark corner of our life to the Lord’s Light of life - the Light that not only shows up the dirt in our lives but cleans it away.  “God so loved the world that he gave his only Son so that everyone who believes in him might not perish but might have eternal life” (Jn 3:16). The Son gave himself over to death so that we could be made new and clean. He gave us the Sacrament of Reconciliation through the celebration of which the Light of God’s forgiveness shines into our lives, brightening up every corner of it, forgiving every sin, and restoring our relationship with God, renewing our lives. Let us turn to the Light and be renewed in Christ. For, “Whoever lives the truth comes to the light, so that his works may be clearly seen as done in God” (Jn 3:21).

Why is Eucharist called Holy Communion?


The Sacrament of the Eucharist is called Holy Communion precisely because, by placing us in intimate communion with the sacrifice of Christ, we are placed in intimate communion with him and, through him, with each other. 


The Church, the Bride of the Lamb, is born from the sacrificial love of Christ in his self-offering on the cross. The Eucharist re-presents this one sacrifice so that we are placed in communion with it and with the divine love from which it flows forth. We are placed in communion with each other through this love which is given to us. That is why we can say, “the Eucharist makes the Church.” (CCC 1396)
