Dear friends,


As we are drawing closer to the celebration of the Holy Week, which is ordered to the commemoration of Christ’s Passion, the gospel proclamation invites us to reflect on the life and liberation brought about by Jesus’ Passion and death.


Jesus uses the analogy of a grain of wheat sown in the field producing many new grains of wheat to explain to us how by his suffering and death he is bringing life and liberation to the sinful world. By dying Jesus has destroyed our death, and by rising restored our life. Jesus challenges us: “Whoever serves me must follow me.” In our daily lives, dying is cultivated by obedience and by our covenant with God rooted in love and forgiveness.


We are God’s people called to conversion, gathered in faith, and gifted with the Spirit of holiness. During these final days of Lent, let us prepare ourselves seriously to celebrate God’s taking possession of our hearts at their deepest core, recreating us as a new community broken like bread for the world’s life – a community rich in compassion, steadfast in hope, and fearless in the search for justice and peace.

Why should we attend Mass on Sundays and Holy days of obligation?


Sunday is the Lord’s Day on which we commemorate the Resurrection of Jesus.
