HOLY WEEK


Dear friends,


We have come to the final days of Lent. The Holy Week which is ordered to the commemoration of Christ’s Passion begins today with the celebration of Jesus’ Messianic entrance into Jerusalem to accomplish his Paschal Mystery. 


The paschal triduum is not just springtime’s parallel to winter’s Christmas. Most Christians assume that Thursday commemorates the day Jesus instituted the Eucharist; Friday commemorates the day Jesus was crucified; and the Easter vigil commemorates Christ’s emergence from the tomb. Many might also assume that the liturgies of these days are reenactments of the events which happened during Jesus’ last days. Certainly, the institution of the Eucharist, Jesus’ suffering, crucifixion, and Resurrection are historical events. Our faith is anchored in these salvific events. Precisely because they are historical events, they cannot be repeated or reenacted. The Church’s long tradition insists that what happened once in history passes over into the mystery of the worshipping assembly’s liturgical celebrations.


The liturgies of the sacred paschal triduum are not meant to take us back to the upper room or to Calvary or the empty tomb. Because what we celebrate is mystery, not history; anamnesis (remembrance), not mimesis. They celebrate not what once happened to Jesus but what is now happening among us as a people called to conversion, gathered in faith, and gifted with the Spirit of holiness. 


As you know, the liturgy of the paschal triduum is one unit beginning with the evening Mass of the Lord’s Supper on Holy Thursday, extending to the celebration of the Lord’s Passion on Good Friday, and culminating in the Easter liturgy. Do not spare any effort to join in the complete celebration of the paschal triduum even if there is no celebration on one or more of these days in your parish.


Wish you a grace filled Holy Week!
