SHARE YOUR FAITH


Dear friends,


The celebration of the Resurrection of the Lord does not end on Easter Sunday night. The fifty days from the Sunday of the Resurrection to Pentecost Sunday are celebrated in joy and exultation as one feast day. These are Fifty days of surrendering in joyful faith and love as the Spirit of God takes possession of our lives. 


In our cultural conditions that are characterized by speed and change we may feel this too long and difficult. Let us see these great fifty days of Pentecost as an invitation to awaken our memory of God’s presence and power in our lives.  


The risen Lord opened the minds of his disciples to understand the scriptures. Jesus says, “Thus it is written that the Christ would suffer and rise from the dead on the third day” (Lk 24:36). Here, Jesus emphasizes one last time that all the events of his life, especially his Passion and Resurrection, have unfolded as revealed in the Scripture. They were in accord with God’s plan.


Jesus instructed his disciples to stay in Jerusalem until they are clothed with power from on high. They had to receive the Holy Spirit, the promise of the Father to enable them to carry out their mission.   


We “have been clothed with power from on high” at our baptism and confirmation. We can bear witness to Jesus with the power of the Holy Spirit we received through the sacraments. We ought to bear witness to Christ by our deeds and words just like the early Christians did despite persecutions. Let us joyfully share our faith.
