NO FORGIVENESS?


Dear friends,


The same Jesus who teaches us that there are no limits to the mercy of God categorically says, “whoever blasphemes against the Holy Spirit will never have forgiveness but is guilty of an everlasting sin” (Mk 3:29). This does not mean that God is unwilling to forgive, but rather that the person who blasphemes against the Holy Spirit has closed themselves off from the sources of forgiveness and redemption.


According to the Catholic Church's teachings, blasphemy against the Holy Spirit does not properly consist in offending against the Holy Spirit in words; it consists rather in the refusal to accept the salvation which God offers to man through the Holy Spirit, working through the power of the Cross. In other words, blasphemy against the Holy Spirit is not a specific sin, but rather a hardness of heart that prevents one from accepting the salvation offered through the power of the Holy Spirit. It is a sin that is unforgivable by its very nature, as far as it excludes the elements through which the forgiveness of sin takes place. This means that the person who commits this sin rejects the very means by which sins are forgiven. It is the ultimate form of spiritual self-destruction. 


Every person is a candidate for repentance. You can always be forgiven if you turn to God. Therefore, let us not lose heart about our setbacks, or pass judgement on the moral and spiritual failure of others. St. Paul cautions in his first letter to the Corinthians, “Judge not until such time when the Lord comes, then the hidden motives of the hearts will be manifest and then each man shall have his reward from God.” (1 Cor 4:5)


Let us be open to the streams of grace coming to us through the sacraments. Let not our hearts be hardened which might end up in final impenitence.
