THY KINGDOM COME


Dear friends,


Gardening is a relaxing hobby which encourages us to spend time outdoors. It is also a wonderful way to get in touch with nature. Gardening allows us to learn more about some of the plants and fruits we consume. In the gospel for eleventh Sunday in Ordinary Time, Jesus picks up an example from the plant world to teach about the kingdom of God. According to Jesus, just as the mustard seed rapidly grows into a large tree, the kingdom of God that starts off small and seemingly insignificant is destined to grow into something great. 


Even when the kingdom appears small and insignificant, it is destined to fulfill God's grand design, like the mustard seed becoming the greatest of all shrubs. The kingdom of God grows to become a mighty force that provides shelter and nourishment to many.


The Kingdom of God is the presence of God's rule and reign in this world. It is the affirmation of God's sovereignty and dominion over all creation. The Kingdom of God is personified in Jesus Christ, the eternal Son, who came to earth and redeemed humanity through his death and resurrection. We became participants in the Kingdom of God through faith in Christ and baptism. 


The Kingdom of God is not of this world, but is present here on earth in mystery, and will reach its perfection only with the glorious coming of the Lord Jesus. The Church on earth constitutes the seed and beginning of this Kingdom. Through the Church we receive the spirit of Christ and his grace. The ruling of God in our hearts prepare us to win the eternal Kingdom where He reigns without end.


The kingdom grows silently and unexpectedly but it requires a radical response of faith and commitment from those who encounter it. Jesus instructs us “Seek the kingdom of God and his righteousness” (Mt 6:33). Every believer is also called to be a fellow worker for the kingdom of God which is centered on the person of Christ.
