OPENING THE DOORS OF FAITH


Dear friends,


Jesus liberated crowds of people through his proclamation of the Good News and healings. Jesus’s power prevailed over demons, diseases and even death. But when Jesus returned to Nazareth, his hometown, he faced with unbelief. “So, Jesus was not able to perform any mighty deed there, apart from curing a few sick people by laying his hands on them” (Mk 6:5). This does not mean that Jesus’ power became limited. But the people of Nazareth could not experience his power because of their refusal to believe in him. 


Faith is defined as confidence and certainty (Heb 11:1). Faith refers also to a “bond” or “relationship,” with God. Jesus tells us that if we have even a little faith, we can do anything.  No matter how weak it seems, faith is an overwhelming power.  Even a small amount of faith can direct our lives, comfort us when we are discouraged and challenge us when we are complacent. It is not the greatness of our faith, but rather the greatness of God’s power working through us that will move mountains (Mt 17:20; Mk 11:23). 


Absolute confidence in God’s plan and total trust in God’s purpose unleash enormous power in our own life and in the lives of those around us. It gives us the power to endure whatever may come.  


Ultimately, faith is the Lord’s door to human hearts. But it can be opened only from within.
