Dear friends,


People on the go prefer to take something hastily assembled. It could be mostly sandwiches, wraps, fresh salad, pizza, burger, fried chicken. It has become so easy to purchase these at gas station convenience stores and fast-food restaurants.


In times past, travel food was often hard cake formed simply from flour and water. They were made that way because they were easy to carry and lasted for months. They were hard and were not particularly tasty. But they packed a lot of calories in their small size. 


Eucharist provides spiritual nourishment for the Christian journey. In the Eucharist, Jesus offers himself as the Bread of Life which strengthens us for our heaven-ward journey. The Catechism of the Catholic Church emphasizes that the Eucharist preserves, increases, and renews the life of grace received at Baptism, serving as essential food for the pilgrimage of faith until death, when it becomes viaticum, or food for the final journey. The Eucharist serves as vital sustenance for Christians, empowering them to live out their faith and fostering a deep connection with Christ, which is essential for their spiritual journey towards eternal life. This sacrament not only nourishes the soul but also transforms the believer, enabling them to engage in acts of love and service in their daily lives. As Pope Francis described, this meal satisfies the deepest human hunger for love and connection, thus preparing believers for their ultimate encounter with God.
