A Medicine of Immortality


Dear friends,


People respond in various ways when they are struggling with a challenging idea or teaching. In the gospel, John narrates three kinds of response to Jesus’ condition of eating his flesh and drinking his blood to have eternal life. The first response is “The Jews quarreled among themselves saying, how can this man give his flesh to eat?” (Jn 6:52). They are operating under the assumption that Jesus is just a man. 


The second response is discarding the incomprehensible teaching. “This is a hard saying. Who can listen to it?” (Jn 6:60)


A third type of response is disassociating oneself from the teacher and his teachings. “After this, many of his disciples drew back and no longer went about with him” (Jn 6:66)


Jesus knows that his teaching on eating his flesh and drinking his blood is shocking to his listeners. Yet, he does not dilute the hard teaching. Instead, he is trying to help them understand it in the light of his impending death and resurrection. For in the Eucharist, Jesus anticipated in a real way his Cross and Resurrection. 


The Eucharist is in some way the anticipation of heaven, the “pledge of future glory.” In the Mass, everything speaks of confident waiting “in joyful hope for the coming of our Savior, Jesus Christ.” Those who feed on Christ in the Eucharist need not wait until the hereafter to receive eternal life: they already possess it on earth, as the first-fruits of a future fullness which will embrace man in his totality. 


In the Eucharist, we also receive the pledge of our bodily resurrection at the end of the world: “He who eats my flesh and drinks my blood has eternal life, and I will raise him up on the last day” (Jn 6:54). This pledge of the future resurrection comes from the fact that the flesh of the Son of Man, given as food, is his body in its glorious state after the resurrection. Hence Saint Ignatius of Antioch defined the Eucharistic Bread as “a medicine of immortality, an antidote to death. 


Let us encounter the risen Lord as he comes to us in the humble signs of bread and wine changed into his body and blood. May he walk with us as our strength and enable us to be witnesses of hope for everyone.
