FOOD THAT ENDURES FOR ETERNAL LIFE


Dear friends,


Ordinarily food perishes fast. It is this perishable food that nourishes and sustains our temporal life. But we need bread from heaven to give us imperishable life.


Jesus fed the multitude with five loaves and two fish. But when they came looking for him the next day, Jesus exhorts them, "Do not work for the food that perishes, but for the food that endures for eternal life" (Jn 6:27). The things of this world, while necessary, are fleeting. The true sustenance that Jesus offers is Himself. He is the living bread, the source of eternal life.


Jesus declares, "I am the bread of life; whoever comes to me shall not hunger, and whoever believes in me shall never thirst" (Jn 6:35). This promise is a profound assurance that in Christ, all our spiritual needs are met. Jesus' declaration that He is the bread of life foreshadows the institution of the Eucharist, where He gives His Body and Blood for the life of the world. In the Eucharist, believers encounter the living Christ, who nourishes their souls and empowers them to be "bread broken" for others. 


The Eucharist is the sacrament of life in God. It is the "mystery of faith," where believers are invited to participate in God's own life and receive the strength to live out their faith. Through this sacrament, we receive the strength necessary to fulfill our Christian mission and to live in unity with one another and with God. This sacramental participation is essential for the Church's mission and the personal spiritual growth of each believer.


We live in a world that extends incredible temporary satisfactions towards us. Jesus urges us to recognize that true fulfillment comes from a relationship with Jesus, the Bread of Life. Therefore, we are challenged to shift our priority to working for the food that endures for eternal life. 


As we gather around the Eucharistic table, where Jesus offers himself to us as the answer for our deepest longing, we are reminded that we are not only recipients of His grace but also called to share that grace with others. We are fed with the Body broken for us so that we can become “bread broken” for others. May we continue to seek the true sustenance that comes from our relationship with Christ in the Eucharist!
