BE OPENED! 


Dear friends,


I used to wonder if hearing or sight is more important of these two mysterious gifts of God. Since I started using glasses to correct long sight, I tend to think that eyesight is more important than hearing. If I were to begin losing my hearing, I might think the opposite. Hearing loss isn’t just about missing out on sounds. Hearing loss can affect a person in several ways, including lower self-esteem, social isolation, loneliness, increased rates of anxiety and depression, cognitive decline and increased risk of dementia. 


The healing of the deaf-mute in this Sunday’s gospel invites us to reflect on our own ability to hear God’s Word and to share it with others. Christ our Lord says: “Blessed are those who hear the word of God and keep it” (Lk 11:28). Spiritual deafness can impair our ability to hear God’s voice. Sometimes during Mass, we struggle to follow along with the readings because our minds wander. There are times when we can’t even remember which Gospel was proclaimed by the time we are driving home for lunch. The scripture reference to the mute speaking (Mk 7:37) can refer to us when we do not join the acclamations or other responses during the entire Mass. It can also refer to us if we cannot think of a single thing to say to our neighbors or coworkers about faith in Jesus Christ and His Church.


Each of us experiences spiritual deafness and muteness to varying degrees. The good news is that Jesus can heal us of these maladies. The healing of the deaf-mute in the Gospel calls each believer to open their ears to the Word of God, to praise God with a loud voice, to speak of His love, and to engage in the mission of healing and unity. May our encounter with Christ transform us so that we can go forth praising God and sharing the love of Christ with everyone we meet. 


May the Lord bless us with the grace to listen deeply, speak boldly, and live out our faith in a way that draws others to the heart of God.

What are the effects of receiving the Eucharist?


The primary fruit, of course, is an intimate union with Christ. The life of grace is preserved, increased, and renewed. Our union with the Church is made more substantial. And sacramentally receiving the Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity of the one born in poverty in Bethlehem deeply commits us to the poor. And so, to receive Jesus in the Eucharist is no small thing. Each of us receives new or deepened capacities that we could not generate by our own ingenuity or willpower. (Catechism of the Catholic Church paragraph 1391).
