DEVOTEE TO A DISCIPLE 


Dear friends,


Have you ever seriously thought whether you are a true disciple of Christ or only a devotee of Jesus? The distinction between a disciple and a devotee of Jesus is rooted in the depth of commitment and the nature of the relationship each has with Christ. 


A disciple is someone who follows Jesus closely, engaging in a transformative relationship that involves both learning and living out the teachings of Christ. A disciple of Christ is characterized by one’s commitment to "stay with Him" and to become a missionary of the Gospel. Discipleship involves a willingness to embrace the challenges and sacrifices that come with following Christ, including the call to self-denial and taking up one's cross (Mk 8:34). 


In contrast, a devotee may express a strong admiration for Jesus but may not necessarily engage in the same level of commitment or transformation that defines a disciple. Devotion is often manifested in practices such as prayer, worship, and rituals that honor Jesus. But it may lack the deeper relational aspect and the active participation in the mission of Christ that discipleship entails. Disciples are also called to actively participate in the mission of spreading the Gospel and living out the teachings of Christ in their daily lives.


A devotee of Jesus seeking to deepen one’s faith and move towards a more profound discipleship, can take several intentional steps: 


1. Engage in Prayer: Regularly setting aside time for prayer can help us to reflect on our relationship with Christ and to seek His guidance in our lives.


2. Participate in the Sacraments: Active participation in the sacraments, especially the Eucharist and Reconciliation, is essential for spiritual growth.


3. Study the Word of God: Engaging in prayerful reading of the Word of God (lectio Divina) allows individuals to listen to God speaking to them and to discern His will for their lives.


4. Foster Community and Service: Engaging with others in faith-based activities such as communal prayer, liturgical celebrations, and service projects can foster a sense of belonging and accountability, which can be instrumental in deepening one's commitment to Christ.


5. Embrace Spiritual Formation: Seeking opportunities for spiritual education, such as retreats, workshops, or study groups can provide deeper insights into the teachings of the Church and the life of Christ.


The journey from being a devotee to becoming a disciple is facilitated by grace and the active presence of the Holy Spirit, which helps individuals conform to Christ and live according to His example. 


May the grace of Lord Jesus, love of God the Father and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit transform us into committed disciples of Christ!
