BECOMING THE FIRST


Dear friends,


To be first means to have priority over others. Jesus does not condemn the innate desires for grandeur in the human heart. When the disciples argued among themselves about who is the greatest, Jesus says that the only way to fulfill the desire to be the greatest is to put oneself last in priority. The message conveyed by Jesus is that greatness is not about power or status but about serving others selflessly. 


This is a radically unconventional idea. Jesus Himself embodies this ideal of servant leadership. He came not to be served but to serve, offering His life as a ransom for many (Mk 10:45). Jesus gave a practical example of this novel idea of how to be the first by washing the feet of the Apostles. This self-emptying love is the model for all Christians, who are called to follow in His footsteps, embracing a life of humility and service.


The early Church embraced this new ethic. That made Christianity attractive to many. St. Paul exhorted the believers in Philippi: “Do nothing out of selfishness or out of vainglory, rather, humbly regard others as more important than yourselves” (Phil 2:3-4). Let us put this into practice in our daily lives and become the greatest in the kingdom of God.

NATIONAL EUCHARISTIC REVIVAL


“Who are you, my God, and who am I?” 


 An early Franciscan brother overheard St. Francis of Assisi mutter these words as he knelt in prayer, filled with wonder at the mystery of our Creator and our identity in him. As Catholics, we spend our entire lives uncovering deeper answers to these two questions.


The more we encounter Jesus in the Eucharist, the better we come to know him. The more we bask in his love, the easier it becomes to see ourselves as beloved. As we realize the incredible mystery of who we are and the beauty of who we were made to be, we are moved to respond in love as missionary disciples!


That’s why the second pillar of the Year of Mission is Eucharistic Identity.


Do you truly see yourself as a beloved child of the Father? Have you internalized that Jesus died for YOU and remains present in the Eucharist for YOU?


Take some time this week to discuss these things with Jesus—ideally in Eucharistic adoration or right after you’ve received communion. Ask him to reveal your identity in the light of the Gospel and to fill you with the grace you need to accomplish the mission he has for you.


If you haven’t already, now is a great time to download the Year of Mission Playbook. This guide will help you dive more deeply into Eucharistic Identity and the other pillars.
