We don’t need to do any research to know that marriage and birth rates in the United States are at historic lows and continue to decline. Divorce rates remain high. Only a little over 60 percent of all children in the United States are living with both biological parents. The psychological and social effects of this on children cannot be simply ignored.





When the Pharisees approached Jesus with the question about divorce, Jesus draws attention to God’s real plan for mankind. He recounts God’s creation of human beings which is narrated in Genesis. “God created mankind in his image; … male and female he created them” (Gen 1:27). 


God created mankind with bodily differences because humans are designed for union. Jesus adds: “… a man shall leave his father and mother and be joined to his wife, and the two shall become one flesh” (Genesis 2:24). 





The union of husband and wife is a bond made by God himself. Marriage and family are no mere human convention. Marriage is a sign pointing to God’s ultimate purpose in creating humanity in his image. In the daily struggle to live out God’s design for human love, especially in life-long fidelity to the spouse, couples find the most concrete application of “taking up the cross” and following Jesus. May all those who have been called to marriage manifest God’s reign through their conjugal love lived in fidelity to God’s original plan!
