WALK IN THE LIGHT OF CHRIST


Dear friends,


Each encounter with Jesus Christ can take a person to new levels of faith, healing and discipleship. The gospel for this Sunday recounts how Bartimaeus, a blind beggar is transformed into a zealous disciple of Christ.


“Jesus, Son of David, have pity on me!” (Mk 10:47-48) was the cry of the blind man from the crowd. When Jesus asks him what he wanted Bartimaeus responds with clarity and faith, saying, “Rabboni, that I may see” (Mk 10:51). His request for physical sight is instantly answered, “Go your way; your faith has made you well” (Mk 10:52). Immediately, Bartimaeus receives his sight and follows Jesus along the way. He now walks in the light of Christ. This transformation from blindness to sight is not merely a physical healing; it signifies a journey from darkness to light, from despair to hope. 


Bartimaeus serves as a model of discipleship in this encounter. His faith leads him to Jesus, and upon receiving healing, he chooses to follow Christ. This act of following signifies a commitment to a new way of life that is centered on Jesus and his teachings. 


God calls us to recognize how clouded our own vision is—whether it be spiritual or moral—and to seek the healing that only Christ can provide. May our Christ-encounters stimulate in us a deeper commitment to faith leading us to the transformative light of Christ!

EUCHARISTIC REVIVAL


Living out our Eucharistic Identity


Christ has called us to be missionary disciples who embrace our true identity as beloved children of the Father through our relationship with Christ in the Eucharist. When we encounter Christ in the Eucharist, we are called to mature in our relationship and respond to him. Our encounter of the Eucharistic Lord does not become complete with just being “in love” with Christ. We must choose to love Christ and live as sons and daughters, adopted through him (cf. Eph 1:5). 


A Eucharistic identity, then, is more than joy or peace when we encounter Jesus. Through these encounters, we are called to take on his mind and his heart. When we allow Christ to form us through the Eucharist, it will have consequences for all aspects of our lives. As Pope Leo the Great writes, ‘Our participation in the Body and Blood of Christ has no other end than to make us become that which we eat’.
