Dear friends,


There is great responsibility that comes with discipleship. True discipleship involves facing hardships and challenges, including the reality of sin within the community. Believers are called to foster an environment of faith, love, and support, ensuring that their actions reflect the love of Christ. 


In this Sunday’s gospel, Jesus warns against causing others to stumble in their faith. He states that it would be better for someone to have a millstone hung around their neck and be thrown into the sea than to lead a little one astray (Mk 9:42). 


These words of Jesus are particularly significant for us today because the Church's credibility has been severely undermined by the scandals of sexual abuse and misuse of authority brought to light in the past decades. The growing sense of distrust that was caused by these scandals and the initial inadequate responses to them have made it essential for the Church to confront these realities honestly and renew herself. This call to renewal is not merely about addressing past wrongs but also about fostering a culture of accountability and integrity among all members of the Church.


Discipleship demands a commitment to personal sanctification whereby a nurturing environment can be created at all levels of the Church - from the domestic Church to the universal Church. Let’s renew and rebuild the lost trust of the Church by living out the Gospel in our lives. May children, the youth and the new Christian disciples encounter Jesus Christ in a nurturing environment and grow in their faith!

Becoming What We Receive


Since the earliest days of the Church, Christ’s followers have lived lives that were strengthened, renewed, and entirely shaped by the Eucharist. Throughout the Gospels, we follow the disciples as they encounter Christ and are transformed. They form their identity in his love, are filled with grace, and resolve to dedicate their lives to him. Then, in the Book of Acts, we see those same disciples allow that love to overflow into action, making their lives an offering in reflection of Jesus’ love—even unto death.


As Pope Francis said to organizers of the National Eucharistic Congress in 2023, “the Eucharist is God’s response to the deepest hunger of the human heart, the hunger for authentic life, for in the Eucharist Christ himself is truly in our midst, to nourish, console, and sustain us on our journey.”  


The Eucharist is a call to action. As we come to know Jesus and realize our identity in him, his self-offering flows through us in love to those that we encounter. We become more and more what we receive: radical self-gift.
