COME, LORD JESUS


Dear friends,


I hope you had a lovely Thanksgiving. The snow and cold are back, reminding us of the coming of Christmas. And here we are already on the first Sunday of Advent. 


The liturgical season of Advent is the time of vigilance. Starting today, for the next twenty-four days, we prepare our hearts and minds for the coming of Christ. Waiting can be hard for most of us. We tend to like everything instant and fast. Advent makes us wait in hope for the joy of Christmas. This vigilance is intended to prepare us to receive the amazing graces of the Lord’s Incarnation.


During these days, through the liturgy of Advent, the Church makes present to us the ancient expectancy of the Messiah. We join in the centuries-old cry of Israel, “How long, O Lord?” By sharing in the long preparation for the Savior’s first coming, we renew our longing for his second coming. 


Jesus speaks to us in the gospel passage for today, “Beware that your hearts do not become drowsy from carousing and drunkenness and the anxieties of daily life, and that day catch you by surprise. … Be vigilant at all times and pray that you have the strength to escape the tribulations that are imminent and to stand before the Son of Man”    (Lk 21:34-36). Jesus calls us to watchfulness as we hope in Jesus' Second Coming in glory. An active Hope gives us joy. It also keeps our prayer life alive and ready to resist temptation. The virtue and gift of Hope keep our focus on our eternal goal. Each of us is called to be watchful, ready, and actively prepared -- not just to keep waiting with passive indifference for the Lord. 


Let us cleanse our hearts and decorate our lives with prayer and practice of virtues in this Advent that we will be ready to receive the Lord at his coming. 


Wishing you a grace-filled Advent full of hope, peace, joy, and love!
